(ICCVS) in 1983, the first international camp for Vietnamese scouts overseas was held in Jambville,
France in 1985 and named Thang Tién 1. Every four years since then, Thing Tién has been held in
different countries, as well as different regions across the United States. The event brings together
Vietnamese boy and girl scouts overseas and their descendants to preserve and promote our rich
cultural heritage and traditions. It also promotes friendship, character development, and service to
others, so that our youth can become better leaders and create change in the world.

Vietnamese Scouting activities in countries around the world where Vietnamese refugees settled. Today, ICCVS

members are present in Canada, Australia, Germany, France, and the United States.
